4. Amendments and Supplements

4.1. Both parts have the right to supplement
the present Agreement.

4.2. Such supplements will have the legal
force after their approval by both parts and
proving of the written supplements by
signatures of the statutory authorities.

Se Final Provisions

5.1. This Agreement shall be effective for a
period of S years form the date it is signed. It
shall be renewed for the same period. unless
one of the parties sends a written termination

of this Agreement not later than 90 days in

advance.
